Preamble

Energie-Cités (www.energie-cites.org) launched the Display Campaign® (www.display-campaign.org) in 2003. The Campaign is aimed at encouraging municipalities to publicly display the performance - in terms of  energy consumption, CO2 emissions and water use - of their buildings. It is  to be supported by the European Commission (DG ENV and DG TREN) for the period 2003-2007. 

Any European municipality that is committed to anticipating the implementation of “Buildings” Directive 2002/91/EC may participate in the Campaign, regardless of its experience in this field.  The objective of the Display® Campaign is to familiarise municipalities with energy labelling practices before the Directive becomes effective in their respective countries. 

In order to facilitate the dissemination of Display® throughout small and medium-sized European municipalities, Energie-Cités has decided to set up a partnership framework with relay organisations that are capable of acting as co-ordinators within the geographical areas that come under their responsibility. This framework specifies the commitments required of each of the parties involved.

For the relay organisation, the Display® Campaign is a real opportunity to start a new initiative with a high degree of visibility, and at the same time reinforce its active relationship with local stakeholders.  

The parties have agreed as follows:
Article 1 - Purpose

The purpose of this agreement is to define the arrangements for the use of the Display® trademark, tools and communication media. This agreement is entered into between the relay organisation and Energie-Cités. The relay organisation shall serve as Energie-Cités’ interface for the Display® Campaign with the municipalities which are located within the geographical area that comes under its responsibility or which are members of its network. 

Article 2 – Scope and limitation of undertakings 

Energie-Cités will make the following available to the relay organisation:

· Details of the “Display®” concept, including: 

· the Internet-based calculation tool to be used for calculating consumption ratios for the various energy needs, using a common scale (from class A to class G) for various types of municipal buildings,

· the poster matrix in PDF format, 

· statistical data processing for buildings on record, 

· a presentation leaflet,

· a copy of the communication guide with information on how to provide information to citizens and raise their awareness of the initiative,

· a Website providing access to all available documentation (for downloading and mass printing for example),

· rules on how to use Display®.

· A password for every municipality that is participating in Display®,

· Assistance with use of the Display® calculation tool,

· Regular information on developments in the  Display® European Campaign. 

In return, the relay organisation will undertake the co-ordination of the  Display® Campaign for the municipalities that it has identified as being willing to participate and for those within its geographical area or network who have shown an interest in participating in the Campaign. 

Co-ordination of the Display® Campaign involves:

· promoting and disseminating information relating to the Display® Campaign to the above mentioned municipalities,

· making contact with interested municipalities and explaining the conditions for participation,

· collecting the Display® Charter from each municipality and sending two original copies of it to Energie-Cités,

· providing assistance to participating municipalities in displaying the posters in relevant municipal buildings,

· providing regular information to Energie-Cités on the progress being made by the Display® Campaign in the municipalities found within the relay organisation’s geographical area or amongst its members: new members, accompanying measures, etc.

· demonstrating compliance with the rules for the use of the Display® trademark, 

· paying the fee for participating in the Display® Campaign (see below).

Article 3 – Participation fees

3.1 Amounts

If it is a member of Energie-Cités, participation in the Display® will be free for the relay organisation. 

or

Municipalities with less than 10,000 inhabitants which are located within the geographical area or which are members of the relay organisation may participate in Display® free of charge.

Municipalities of over 10,000 inhabitants which have signed the Display ® Charter and which are located within the geographical area or which are members of the relay organisation will pay participation fees to Energie-Cités of: 

· 500€ -  

Energie-Cités will invoice each city.

3.2 Payments terms 

Fees are to be paid into Energie-Cités’ account upon receipt of the invoice.

Article 4 – Ownership of results – Confidentiality

The relay organisation undertakes to comply with the rules for the use of the Display® trademark

Article 5 – Liability

The services provided within the framework of this agreement shall be placed under the sole responsibility of the relay organisation, which will be responsible, inter alia, for all risks to which the staff and equipment required for the execution of such services are liable to be exposed.

The relay organisation must subscribe to all the necessary insurance policies to cover it for all risks which it runs and such insurance policies must be maintained in force throughout the entire duration of this agreement.  The relay organisation must be able to provide proof of such insurance coverage upon Energie-Cités’ first request.

Article 6 – Termination

This agreement may be terminated at any time by either of the parties hereto, by registered letter with official receipt, subject to a notice period of 3 months.

Should this agreement be terminated as specified above, the parties hereto shall set out the detailed conditions governing the arrangements for such termination.

Article 7 – Disputes and differences

In the event of any disputes or differences which may arise between the parties in connection herewith, the latter shall strive to reach an amicable settlement to such disputes or differences, by means of conciliation.

Where need be, the parties hereto may call upon an expert chosen by mutual agreement to act as arbitrator.

Nevertheless, failing any amicable settlement between the parties, the dispute shall be submitted to the competent court which shall rule upon the matter.

Article 8 – List of appendices

Article 9 – Term

This agreement for the use of Display® is entered into for a period of one year and shall be automatically renewed by tacit agreement.  It shall enter into effect upon the date of signature by both parties.
